Areas of Habitat that I am interested in (check all that apply):

· Construction – Providing manual labor for house construction.  Construction knowledge and skills are useful but not required.  Includes painting, framing, roofing, landscaping, finishing, and more.   Volunteers must be over the age of 16.
· Construction Site Tour Guide – Several tour guides are needed to schedule and lead tours of Habitat construction sites.
· Community Relations – Raising awareness of Habitat for Humanity of Central Iowa in the community through a wide range of events.  May include working booths at events, parades, home shows, cookouts, dinners/banquets, and more.  Cultivating relationships between Habitat for Humanity and local businesses.  Keeping contacts aware of upcoming opportunities with Habitat.  
· Meal Preparation – Preparing lunches for construction work sites, baking for fundraising events, or preparing food for special events/banquets.
· Fundraising Committee – Developing a list of prospects (individuals and businesses) for solicitation.
· Devotion Leaders – Leading short devotions at 8 a.m. on the Saturday workdays.  Devotions provide an opportunity to pause and consider the reason for the construction and to reflect on Habitat’s mission, purposes, principles and work.
· Site Hosting – Welcoming workers to the Saturday jobsite.  This person is responsible for helping workers sign in and read and sign liability forms.  The site host will greet the devotions person and those bringing lunch.  They will also notify the construction coordinator of their arrival.
· Office work – Volunteers are always needed in the HFHCI office to assist with data entry, thank-you notes, filing and other assorted office tasks.
· Family Advocate – Getting to know the Partner Family.  This role requires the volunteer to accompany the partner family every step of the way, putting in sweat equity hours with them as well as giving them moral support and guidance.
· Financial Support – In addition to donations of time and talents, Habitat is also in need of financial support.  We cannot build houses without money on hand to purchase materials and pay contractors.
· Faith Relations – Cultivating relationships between Habitat for Humanity and local churches and faith organizations.  Keeping contacts aware of upcoming opportunities with Habitat.
· Homeownership Education – Developing a homeownership education program, this may include a manual or classes.  We need someone to coordinate this effort and recruit instructors and other help.
· CARS FOR HOMES – Donate your car (no matter the condition) to HFHCI and it can be used to generate funds for the affiliate!  
· Carpenter Club Member – A financial volunteer who supports HFHCI each time a partner family’s house is completed.  When a Carpenter Club Member pledges financial support to celebrate a completed home, it enables the county chapter of HFHCI to have funds available to begin their next home!
· Service Trips – HFHCI has had opportunities to travel to help other Habitat for Humanity organizations in need.  The affiliate has previously gone to El Salvador and has planned a trip to Louisiana; if you are interested please call the office and see what current opportunities are available.
